Draft decision by Waverley Borough Council in response by British Telecommunications Plc for the removal of public call boxes pursuant to Part 2 of the Schedule to a Direction published by Ofcom on 14 March 2006 (‘the direction’).

1. Waverley Borough Council in accordance with section 49(4) of the Communications Act 2003 (‘The Act’) hereby make the following draft decision on 10 June 2008 in response to a proposal by British Telecommunications Plc for the removal of 48 public call boxes pursuant to Part 2 of the Direction. 

2. On 22 April Waverley Borough Council issued a notification to town and parish councils and the local community, requesting comments on the proposal by British Telecommunications Plc for the removal of 52 public call boxes. This was also advertised in local newspapers on 16 May and made available on the Council’s website – www.waverley.gov.uk/payphones

3. The Executive met on 10 June and its decision is set out at www.waverley.gov.uk/payphones
4. The effect of and Waverley Borough Council reasons for making the draft decision is set out in the schedule to this notification.

5. Waverley Borough Council consider that the draft decision complies with the requirements of sections 45-40 of the Act as appropriate and relevant to the proposal.

6. In making the draft decision Waverley Borough Council has considered and acted in accordance with the six community requirements in section 4 of the Act.

7. Representations may be made to Waverley Borough Council about the draft decision by midday on 24 June. This notice period is slightly less than the recommended timescale of one month in view of the extensive public consultation to date and in order to meet the timescale set out by BT.
